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The Thirteen Colonies

The Thirteen Colonies, or British
America, are comprised into 13 British
controlled provinces. They are as such from
north to south: The Province of New
Hampshire,The Province of Massachusetts
Bay, The Colony of Rhode Island,
Connecticut Colony, Province of New York,
Province of New Jersey, Province of
Pennsylvania, Delaware Colony, Province of

Maryland, Colony and Domian of Virginia,

Province of North Carolina, Province of

SouthCarolina, and the Province of Georgia.

The first successful English colony
wasJamestown which wasstablished in
1607, on a small river ne@hesapeake Bay
The venture was financed and ocdioated
by theLondon Virginia Companya joint
stock company looking for gold. Its first
years were extremely difficult, with very
high death rates from disease and starvation,
wars with local Indians, and little gold. The

colony survived, barely, by tning to
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
